Yarn

For  th is  wa l l f lower  I ' ve  used 1  ske in  o f  Lankava  yarnhouse

Min imop in  the  co lor  natura l  wh i te  (52 ) .  I t ' s  a  dk/ l ight  worsted

weight /#3 yarn  (80% recyc led  cot ton/20 % po lyester ;  490 m per

700 g  ske in ) .  I t  i s  a  loose ly  tw is ted cord- l i ke  yarn  made of

upcyc led  cot ton .  

I  be l ieve  i t  can  be  done wi th  most  cot ton yarns  and th icker

weights  but  i t  he lps  i f  the  yarn  i s  tw is ted so  i t  eas i l y  sp l i t s :  as  i t

adds  to  the  f ree  s ty le  boho macrame look .

A US s ize  J /10  (6 .0  mm)  crochet  hook  

A  measur ing  tape

A larger  s i zed darn ing  needle

A pa i r  o f  sc issors

A 20  mm wooden ba l l  w i th  ho le  

A  s tee l  pet  brush (used to  roughen up the  ta l l  yarn  lengths  a t  the

bot tom)

Approx imate ly  50  cm ta l l  and 10 cm wide

The f irst  petal  
Beg in  w i th  mak ing  a  s l ip  knot  on your  hook ,  then ch  4   +  1  s l  s t  in  the
f i rs t  cha in  to  form a  c i rc le .

Make 3  sc  +  2  hdc  +  2  dc  +  1  p  +  2  dc  +  2  hdc  +  1  sc  around the
c i rc le ,  s l  s t  in to  the  f i rs t  s t  to  c lose  and f in ish  the  f i rs t  peta l .
Cont inue on wi th  the  second peta l .  

-  4  sc ,  4  hdc ,  4  dc ,  1  p

The second petal
ch 4  +  1  s l  s t  in  the  f i rs t  ch  to  form a  c i rc le ,  3  sc  +  2  hdc  +  2  dc  +  1  p
+  2  dc  +  2  hdc  +  1  sc  around the  c i rc le ,  s l  s t  in to  the  f i rs t  s t  to  c lose
and f in ish  the  second peta l .  

-  4  sc ,  4  hdc ,  4  dc ,  1  p

The third- ,  forth and f i fth petal  
Repeat  the  inst ruct ions  for  the  second peta l  three  more  t imes  so
that  you have  f ive  petals  in  total .  Do not  cut  o f f  your  yarn !

The petal  Jo in
When you have  f in ished the  las t  peta l ;  ho ld  your  peta ls  so  that  you
have  the  f i f th  peta l  to  the  r ight  and the  others  p laced sequent ia l l y  to
the  le f t .

Enter  your  hook  through the space between the last  and f irst
s ingle  crochet  made for  each petal  with  the  r ight  s ide  o f  a l l  fac ing
you (go ing  f rom the  5th  peta l  down into  the  space  of  the  4th ,  then
the 3rd ,  then the  2nd and las t l y  the  1st )  and make one s l ip  st itch
through them al l .  Th is  can fee l  a  l i t t le  t r i cky  but  take  i t  n ice  and
s low;  i t  w i l l  work .

Ch 1  +  cut  o f f  your  yarn  whi l s t  leav ing  a  20  cm long  ta i l  and le t  i t
rest .  Note!  Do not  t ighten,  nor  work in  your yarn end.  You wi l l
fas ten i t  as  the  very  las t  s tep  before  add ing  a  hanger  to  your
wal l f lower  ( see  s tep 8  be low) .

Work  in  your  s tar t ing  end on ly .
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THE YARN DROP AND FLOWER P IST ILS
You w i l l  f i r s t  make  the  base  for  your  yarn  drop  and be fore  f in i sh ing  i t ;
make  the  f lower  p i s t i l s .

Step 1 .  The Yarn Drop
Hold  your  arm in  a  90  degree  ang le  and wrap the  yarn  around your
arm and up between your  thumb and index  f inger  13  t imes  (or  keep
wrapping  unt i l  you reach des i red fu l lness )
which  gave  me loops  w i th  the  c i rcumce of  approx imate ly  70  cm
Sl ide  gent ly  o f  your  arm and p lace  on your  work  sur face .

Step 2 .
Cut  s ix  25  cm long  p ieces  o f  your  yarn  and t ie  them a l l  around p lace
them a l l  hor izonta l l y  under  the  top centre  o f  your  looped yarn .  T ie  a l l
s ix  in to  a  t ight  double  knot  around the  looped yarn .  Th is  w i l l  g i ve  you
12 yarn  ends  that  w i l l  now be used for  the  f lower  p is t i l s .

Step 3 .  The Flower Pist i ls
Place  your  yarn  drop and f lower  p is t i l s  r ight  beh ind your  f lower
center .  Wi th  your  crochet  hook ;  gent ly  pu l l  the  12  yarn  ends  through
the center  o f  your  crocheted f lower .  T ie  they  yarn  ends  together
c lose  to  the  f lower ;  two by  two to  secure  at  the  f ront  and then make
another  knot  us ing  the  r ight  thread of  a  pr ior  made knot  and the  le f t
thread of  the  one to  the  knot  p laces  d i rect l y  on  the  r ight  s ide  o f  i t .

Step 4 .
Use a  pet  brush to  gent ly  separate  the  threads  o f  the  12  ends .  Tr im
wi th  a  sc issor  to  des i red shape and he ight .  When you are  happy  w i th
the  look ,  carry  on w i th  s tep 5 .

T ip !  Keep those  in  the  center  a  b i t  longer  and the  other  ones  s l ight l y
shorter  to  g ive  i t  a  love ly  rounded shape. .  Mine  inners  measures  3
cm and my outer  measures  2 ,5  cm.  T ip .  Use  your  f ingers  to  f lu f f  the
ends  up as  you go ;  cut t ing  a  l i t t le  o f f  each t ime rather  than too much
at  f i rs t .

Step 5 .  The Yarn Drop
Cut  through the  bot tom of  your  looped yarn  to  make 26 yarn
ends/ threads .
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Step 6 .
T ie  one or  more  knots  a t  d i f ferent  he ights  on each of  your  lengths .
Th is  w i l l  prevent  the  yarn  f rom sp l i t t ing  and unrave l ing  up to  the
knot ;  and a lso  add texture  and v isua l  in terest  to  i t .

Step 7 .
Use a  pet  brush to  gent ly  separate  the  threads  be low the  knots
you ’ve  made.  He lp  the  yarn  unrave l  w i th  your  f ingers  i f  needed.

Step 8 .  The Flower Yarn End
With  a  large  darn ing  needle ;  push the  yarn  end through both  the
f lower  then the  yarn  drop knot ;  and secure  i t  in  the  knot  by  sewing
back  and for th  through i t  a  few t imes .

Step 9 .  The hanger
Cut  an  85  cm long  p iece  o f  your  yarn  and fo ld  in  ha l f .  T ie  a  knot
approx imate ly  6  cm down f rom your  fo ld  to  make the  eye let  to  hang
on a  door  handle .

Use  your  large  darn ing  needle  and thread the  20  mm wooden ba l l  on
the two yarn  ends  up r ight  be low your  f i rs t  knot  and secure  w i th  a
knot  r ight  be low the  ba l l .

T ie  a  th i rd  knot  approx imate ly  7  cm be low the  second one .  Use  your
large  darn ing  needle  to  sew the  ends  through the  Yarn  Drop knot  and
secure  there  w i th  a  double  knot .  Use  your  darn ing  needle  and tuck
the  two long  ends  over  the  just  made knot  and pu l l  down into  the
rest  o f  the  yarn  ends .  Repeat  s tep 6  and 7  to  these  two.

Step 10.  F inishing touches
F ina l l y ,  t r im the  Yarn  Drop ends  to  des i red shape and length ,  hang
your  f in ished Wol fbay  Wal l f lower  on one of  your  door  handles :  and
you are  done!
